From our Africa mission Team,
Kenya (will preach for food)

In June's WTTW I wrote to
you describing our mission trips
projects, the ad spec fitting
clinic, installing water purifi-
cation systems, visits to
orphanages, spending fime in
the local villages and rejoicing
in the goodness of God with
Kenyan Christian friends. Let
me describe further the
principle villages we plan to
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assist.

Kargogoto is a community of
approximately 10,000 people two
hours north of Nairobi in the
Central Province of Kenya. The
community lies at the base of the
Tumutumu Hills, elevation 6,000
thousand feet. Karogoto is mainly
an agricultural community with
many small-scale farms. Coffee
beans are one of the major crops.
Harvests are seasonal and
therefore employment is sporadic.
The rate of unemployment can be
very high; poor education, orphan
care and substance abuse are
among the needs in the community.
There is also a Bible college
nearby, open to leaders from
Karogoto. This school for pastors
has been instrumental in training
leaders for the thirteen churches
established in the community.
Karogoto is our first ten day home.

Kiu is located southeast of Nairobi
in the Sultan Hamud area of
Kenya. Kiu was built alongside a
major railway linking the port of
Mombasa, (on the Indian Ocean),
with Uganda and the East African
inland nations. Peoples from India

originally settled Kiu, but the rail
line now divides the town between
the Maasi tribe and the Kamba
people. The community of Kiuis a
market town. The buying and
selling of produce is the major
economy, augmented by basket
weaving. The village contains one
school and a medical clinic.
Compassion International hosts a
child sponsorship program, as well.
The medical clinic serves people
from Kiu and neighboring villages.
The existence of only one school in
the area, results in many children
who have no elementary school
education and few opportunities to
acquire competency in literacy and
math. Kiu is our second leg.

In between we do plan to enjoy a
two night safari at one of the
beautiful game parks of Kenya!
Watch out for the rhinos!

Were You Wondering??

I guess all you folks at St Luke's have been wondering what that
hole in the wall at the front of the chapel is all about. Well guess
what? There are no small projects that seem to come our way. The
vestry has moved to get the front wall replaced from the speakers
all the way up to the ceiling. This is original plaster work and of
course needs to be replicated as it has begun to pull away from the
framework. We have received three estimates on the work and
have authorized this work to be done during the month of July so
as to cause the least amount of disruption possible. We will set up a
temporary altar in the Parish Hall so that services can still be held
there during this construction phase. The plaster will be removed
and replaced using the same technique as was done originally. Sounds
great eh!

Well now of course comes the hard part, how do we pay for this?
The total cost for the replacement wall is $6,500 and we have only
$2,500 in our budget to cover this. We are looking for any and all
donations to fill the gap so to speak, please let us know if you can
help. We would like to get the gap filled prior to construction
commencing on July 1! If everyone chips in a little we can do this
without breaking anyone's bank!

The Vestry of Wye Parish met in

the Vestry Cottage at Old Wye
Church on June 14, 2010.

Treasurer's Report:
Jim Pierzynski reported
that no distribution has
been received from Mid
Shore Investments
causing the payment of
current bills to be a
struggle. The May Fair
netted a profit of
$8,239. Utility bills
remain over budgeft.

Senior Warden's Report:

Jeff Scott announced
that the furniture for
the Houghton cemetery

site should arrive by July.

During the Rector's trip
to Kenya, the office
administrator, Amy, will
be in charge of the
office. Mary Garner of
Christ Church in St.
Michaels will be on call
for emergency pastoral
duties. The Music
Committee continues to
work on their non-profit
status.

Junior Warden's Report:

Dick Tillman reported
that the plastering repair
at St. Luke's will begin
the middle of July. A
geo-thermal heating
system is recommended
for the Old Wye Parish
House but positive
estimates and sources of
funding are needed.

Peterson reported that
Wye Parish’'s share of the
project is 16 backpacks at
approximately $60 each.
Vicki McPeters moved
that the monies donated
for the Lenten Gifts of
Change be used for this
project. Funding for 11
backpacks is still needed.

this necessary work.
